LAST MEETING 

October 4, 2018 

ñHidden Hotspot Volcanoes and 

Disappearing Seamounts: The Age 

of Ocean Discoveryò 

Sandra Seale introduced Dr. Matthew 

Jackson, Professor of Geology in the Department of 

Earth Sciences at UCSB.  Dr. Jacksonôs research fields 

are Geochemistry and Igneous Petrology. In recent 

years he has been involved in the study of ñhotspot vol-

canoes,ò a phenomenon that appears within a tectonic 

plate when an upwelling of hot material (magma) from 

deeper in the earthôs mantle forms a plume which press-

es upward into the overlying crustal layer. 

Dr. Jackson began with a review of the geologic struc-

ture of the earth, focusing on the upper layers of mostly 

rigid rock classified as the crust and upper mantle, 

which have a variable total thickness of approximately 

100 kilometers. Within these zones are the 15 large-

scale tectonic plates, which form most of the earthôs sur-

face. They are constantly moving in a cyclic pattern that 

brings material up from the underlying mantle at one 

plate boundary (divergent zone), laterally across the 

crust, and back down at the opposite boundary 

(subduction zone).  Most volcanoes occur at these 

boundaries, due to the upwelling of magma from deeper 

in the mantle. 

But volcanoes can also appear within the extent of the 

plate away from either boundary, due to a plume of ex-

ceptionally hot magma which pushes up through the up-

per mantle and into the crust. The Hawaiian Islands are 

an example of the formation and evolution of such 

hotspot volcanoes. The entire chain is believed to have 

been formed by a magma upwelling currently located 

about 20 miles southeast of the island of Hawaii. Over 

some 80 million years, this hotspot pushed successive 

volcanoes up from the ocean floor to form islands which 

drifted northwest with the tectonic movement of the Pa-

cific Plate to become the archipelago we see today. The 

older volcanoes, eventually far removed from the 

hotspot, became dormant, experienced erosion, and in 

some cases sank to become underwater seamounts. 

The currently active volcanoes Mauna Loa and Kilauea 

on Hawaii Island, though not directly above the hotspot, 

continue to expel magma from that source. 

Beginning in 2013, Dr. Jackson was co-leader of a team 

studying seamounts in the southwest Pacific Ocean ex-

tending from a similar hotspot near the island of Rurutu, 

French Polynesia.  The expeditionôs goal was to provide 

additional detail in support of the hypothesis that sea-

mounts/islands extending to the northwest from it were 

formed by a process similar to what occurred at Hawaii. 

He has also participated in the study of an upwelling dis-

covered about 20 years ago within Rose Atoll, east of 

American Samoa. Volcanologists theorized that this 

hotspot may have given rise to the Samoan Islands 

through a similar process of upwelling and westward 

tectonic drift. but his more recent data have cast doubt 

on this and identified a more likely hotspot source farther 

to the east. 

Dr. Jackson concluded with a sobering description of 

how little of the worldôs seafloor has actually been 

mapped (approx. 10%), how inaccurate the ñmapsò pro-

vided by satellite-based gravity models are, and how 

dangerous it can be for shipping when unexpected sea-

mounts or reefs are discovered as little as 20m. below 

the surface. 
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
